
SCHEDULE AND REGISTRATION ISSUES

Approval Codes within schedule form (SSASECT) of IA - Instructor Approval and


DA - Departmental Approval were rolled.  Both of these codes will require
a Magic Number for a student to register for this course with WEB Registration.  
The WA approval code that we inserted at the end of the first week of classes has 
been removed and you should NOT use.  

Generic Sections


You should have a generic section (section number zero, inactive, zero seats

available and print flag checked) built that will print for each course (ie. 499/699 types) offered.  Sections should then be built for each faculty member within your department but these do not print in the schedule (section number >zero, active status,
number of seats available, print flag not checked and IA or DA in special


approval field.  Do not use WA approval flag. 
Grade Mode 

Please remember entering any grade mode in this field will prevent any other grade mode for this course.  In most courses, you want to leave this field blank and let your catalog default grade mode be assigned.  Students go to a specific menu option in Web registration to change grade mode  and they can change from the default  to C for CR/NC or N for letter grade, while for audit they must do via paper form to Academic Support Center. We have an edit that I send out that enables you to review sections that have a grade mode entered on SSASECT.

Schedule 25 Runs

On vs. Off Module will be enforced with the Sched25 process.  All sections with schedule type (SCHD TYPE in SSASECT) equal A through F must match days and times within STVMEET (see sheet enclosed) to be considered ON Module and processed in the 1st runs of Sched25.  All sections meeting at 4pm (1600) and later will be processed with the OFF module runs.  There is a usub report (off_module) to give you those sections that will be in the OFF module runs.

Note:
On Module & STVMEET includes sections Monday through Friday, 7am until 4 pm, which is following the Admin. Memo P&VPAA dated December 1, 1997.
Pre-Requisites

A good many of you now enforce pre-requisites and you can verify these via the usub report.  If you want to view them in Banner, it’s an easier read in SCAPREQ form. Pre-requisites are printed on your catalog print and these are different than ‘restrictions’ which are printed on your sections report.
Print Issues

Restrictions


All restrictions within the catalog (SCARRES - Course Registration Restrictions


Form) will NOT affect registration unless they also appear within the schedule

restriction form (SSARRES).  There is a usub report to help you in this process - catres - Report Current Catalog Restrictions.  Once we have them built on the schedule form (SSARRES), the schedule roll process will roll this data from Fall to Fall and Spring to Spring. Reminder that the schedule restrictions do show on your sections printout that we use in the build cycle.

Variable Unit Courses


For sections with variable units in SSASECT, Web system will give the


student the lowest value when they register for the course.  The student


is responsible to increase the number of units where appropriate by making


an update on the Web in a different form from where they register. 
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
